after testing them through Entrance Test at UG, PG and Ph.D. level. As per the rules of Central University, 
admissions were made for academic session 2019-20, through All India Entrance Test 2019. The University 
constituted a central admission cell involving following teachers to conduct Entrance Test-2019: 
             After discussion with the School Deans & HoDs', Information Bulletin was prepared for UG, PG & Ph.D. 
admission which incorporated all the necessary rules and guidelines to facilitate the process of admissions, the details 
of available seats eligibility conditions, fee structure and entrance test schedule. The added feature over past years 
entrance test was fully On-Line and automated admission process. 
 Test Centres were proposed in all India and the test was conducted on 24 centres viz. Allahabad, Bhopal, 
Bina, Bhubaneshwar, Bilaspur, Chhatarpur, Chhindwara, Damoh, Gwalior, Indore, Jabalpur, Jhansi, Kolkata, 
Lucknow, Mandla, New Delhi, Palakkad, Patna, Raipur, Ranchi, Rewa, Sagar, Vishakhapatnam and Tikamgarh on 
dates as per schedule. Admit cards were available for downloading and printing on the University website. All the 
relevant information was uploaded well in advance at the University website.  
 Examination pattern was objective with multiple choice questions (MCQ); each question paper contained 100 
questions and 200 marks. Based on the subjects, areas and specialization question papers were prepared by the 
subject experts for selecting the students of different streams; viz. Fifteen (15) types of papers for UG students and 
thirty-seven (37) types for PG students were prepared. For BA, BA-B.Ed. there was one common question paper for 
admitting students in various subject’s combination. A common entrance test was held for BBA and B.Com course. 
For UG course in science, a common merit was drawn for admitting candidates to BCA, B.Sc. (Math) and B.Sc. B.Ed. 
Two kinds of question papers were prepared for Biology and Maths group candidates in BCA/B.Sc. Similarly, 
separate test was held for LLB (3yrs) / BJ / B.Lib.I.Sc., BA.LLB. (5yrs) courses. 
 After declaration of the result of entrance test merit list was made available on University website. All the 
necessary arrangements were made in the University campus to facilitate the process of counseling. The rules and 
guidelines for counseling were circulated well in advance to all School Deans and Head of the departments. The 
candidates were informed about all the activities through website and e- mail.

1. The Use of Molecular Genetics and Genomics Tools in Biodiversity Conservation  : 22-26 July, 2019

Foreign Faculty: Prof.SelvaduraiDayanandan  Foreign Faculty's Country : Canada 

 
About the course: Many species of plants and animals are facing the risk of extinction due to a variety of natural and 
anthropogenic causes including habitat loss, over-harvesting, pollution and climate change, making the loss of 
biological diversity as one of the most important concerns of this century throughout the world. The current rate of 
biodiversity loss is unprecedented and valuable genetic resources are being lost at an alarmingly high rate. Therefore, 
effective strategies to conserve these genetic resources are urgently needed to maintain healthy ecosystems with 
inter-dependent species to meet societal needs in a sustainable manner. In recent years, molecular and genomic 
techniques have become essential tools in conservation planning for the identification of ecological interactions and 
genetic variations at various hierarchies ranging from populations through species and communities. Thus, training 
manpower in molecular ecology and conservation genetics/genomics is vital for the successful planning and 
implementation of conservation initiatives. The proposed course will focus on the use of molecular and genomic tools 
for analyzing populations of critically important species at a variety of geographical scales covering several topics 
including population differentiation, landscape genomics, ecological interactions, phylogenetics, phylogeography and 
metagenomics. This course is specifically designed to teach key principles in population and conservation genetics & 
genomics and provide hands-on training in experimental design, sample collection, molecular techniques and data 
analysis. 
 
2. Pharmacology and Toxicology of Doping Agents and International Overview in the Field of Doping 

Control : 16-21 September, 2019 
Faculty: Dr. Abhilasha Durgbanshi       Department: Department of Chemistry 
Foreign Faculty: Dr. Simona Pichini   Foreign Faculty's Country:Rome, Italy. 

 
About the course: Doping is nowadays a global problem, that not only interests elite athletes involved in international 
sporting events worldwide, but also recreational athletes and young population in search of physical and 
psychological maximum performance. For the past half century, International sports federations, led by the 
International Olympic Committee, have attempted to stop the spread of this problem, with little effect. It was expected 
that, with educational programs, testing, and supportive medical treatment, this substance-abusing behavior would 
decrease. Unfortunately, till now this has not been the case. Since 21st century World Anti Doping Agency (WADA) 
established a very strict ethical code and a detailed list of prohibited substances and methods. Nevertheless, new, 
more powerful and undetectable doping techniques and substances are now abused by professional and non 
professional athletes, while sophisticated networks of distribution (eg. Websites on internet) have also been 
developed. Professional athletes are often the role models of adolescents and young adults who often mimic their 
behaviors and physical performance. Anti doping, forensic and pharmacotoxicological laboratories need to know the 
complex problems of detection of doping agents in biological matrices and establish educational program for young 
population, health professionals and policy makers 
 
3. Race and caste in comparative perspective: theories and outcomes from USA and India  

Faculty:  Prof.J.D. Ahi   Department: Department of Zoology

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About the course: The World Health Organization recently estimated that one in four people in the world would be 
affected by mental or neurological disorders at some point in their lives. Around 450 million people currently suffer 
from such conditions, placing mental disorders among the leading causes of ill health and disability worldwide. 
Therefore, we are in an era in which the use and abuse of recreational and prescription drugs is reaching 
unprecedented levels. Yet, users and clinicians are often unaware of the actions of psychotropic drugs in the central 
nervous system. Psychotropic drugs are increasingly used due to their therapeutic actions for a number of psychiatric 
conditions, however, given their addictive potential, the potential for their abuse is significant, and with extended use, 
side effects come to outweigh the benefits of these drugs. Moreover, many classes of psychotropic drugs induce 
neuroadaptations that also constrain the therapeutic actions of drugs.  

Increasing research is now being conducted to better understand the actions of psychotropic drugs and 
develop treatment paradigms that optimize their actions. The course is organized to cover the main neuroreceptor 
systems targeted by psychotropic drugs. This will include the major excitatory (glutamate) and inhibitory (GABA) 
systems, classical neurotransmitters (acetyl choline and monoamines), opioid systems and cannabinoid systems. We 
will discuss the distribution, molecular organization, and function of the main receptor classes, both as they relate to 
neural transmission as well as synaptic plasticity. We will also present an overview of artificial receptor systems 
recently developed to manipulate neuronal circuitsoptogenetically (opsins) or chemogenetically [designer receptors 
exclusively activated by designer drugs (DREADD)]. Analyses will cover molecular interactions at the level of receptor 
and post-receptor signaling, as well as effects on specific neuronal populations, neuronal circuits, and global network 
activity. At the behavioral level, we will cover behavioral effects of psychotropic drugs in preclinical models of: (a) 
learning and memory, (b) mood and motivation, (c) fear and anxiety, and (d) reward. 
 
4. Phylogenomics and Molecular Diagnostics for Species Identification : 14-18 October 2019

molecular diagnostics for the identification of species. The earthworm will use as model taxonto undemtand 
phylogenomics and species identification techniques.

About the course: Accounting Standards aims to improving the quality of financial reporting by promoting 
comparability, consistency and transparency in the interest of users of Financial Statements. The increased use of 
International Financial Reporting Standard (IFRSs) is a proof that in a globalized era of business, use of IFRS is 
essential. Though the use of IFRS is increasing but frauds and scams related to accounting reporting is still a big 
challenge before the policy makers. World Economic Crisis-2008 and its consequences was the utter failure of 
effectiveness of financial reporting pattern and practices. Cases like Satyam and ViyayMalya in India has also proved 
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that true and fair reporting of financial information is a tough nut to creak. Problems related to financial reporting 
affects the entire economy especially the financial system of the country. Government, different bodies and regulating 
agencies continuously reforming the system to improve the financial reporting norms and these reforms undoubtedly 
helped to safeguard the interest of stakeholders but each and every new scam uncover a new problem and area of 
reform. In India, tax evasion and tax avoidance is also a big issue and recently the Government has initiated several 
steps like demonetization and introduction of GST so that accounting information can be presented in fair and 
transparent manner. This proposal is aimed to analyze the existing status of financial reporting and find out the 
necessary corrective and preventive measures to detect scams at early stage so that it would not harm the economy 
in general and business in particular.
